1. What is the difference between a "Web page" and an "HTML page"?
Web page is a document created with HTML (HyperText Markup language) that is part of a group of hypertext documents or resources available on the World Wide Web. A Web page consists of many of these hypertext documents and resources. Each Web page has its own unique URL (Uniform Resource Locator). An HTML document is stored in a directory on a Web server or created dynamically at the time of the request for the purpose of satisfying that request.  An HTML page also may include graphics, video, audio, and other files. 
2. Do you need to be connected to the Internet constantly while you create HTML pages?  Explain your answer.
While creating HTML pages, we don’t need to be constantly connected to the Internet because during creating the HTML pages, the most important thing to do is to type the HTML codes in the correct way. These codes can be viewed using the Internet browser, such as Internet Explorer or Netscape Navigator. If we’re satisfied with the appearance and quality of the Web pages, only then we can publish it on the Internet.  Therefore, it does not matter if we do not connect to the Internet while creating the HTML pages.
3. Define the terms Internet, Web page, and World Wide Web.
Definition:

The Internet - An interconnected system of networks that connects computers around the world via the TCP/IP protocol.

Web page - A document on the World Wide Web, consisting of an HTML file and any related files for scripts and graphics, and often hyperlinked to other documents on the Web.

World Wide Web -The complete set of documents residing on all Internet servers that use the HTTP protocol, accessible to users via a simple point-and-click system. Abbreviated ‘WWW’
4. How many files would you need to store on your computer to make a Web page with some text and two images on it?
3 files need to be stored on the computer.

5. Can you create Web pages with Microsoft Word or WordPerfect?  If so, how?
Yes, a web page can be created using Microsoft Word or WordPerfect.  

a) First, change the page view to ‘Web Layout View’.  Choose the appropriate button from the small toolbar above the Start button.

b) Then, place information and pictures within table to maintain the appearance and location of page elements.  We can also insert nested tables (tables within tables). This is beneficial for users using Netscape browser.  Those using Internet Explorer should have no problem at all to view the soon-to-be- completed webpage.

c) Enter your contents into the tables.

d) Next, you have to center your tables, remove all lines and borders, and resize the view to 100%.
e) To create hyperlinks, first you must create a bookmark. Place the cursor at any location of a document, click Insert, Bookmarks, insert name, and Done.  To create hyperlinks, highlight anything on a document, right-click and choose Hyperlink.
